SECTION 3: UNDERSTANDING OF RISK OF CONCUSSION AND TRAUMATIC BRAIN INJURY

What is a concussion?
A concussion is a brain injury that:
e |s caused by a bump, blow, or jolt to the head or body.
Can change the way a student’s brain normally works.
Can occur during Practices and/or Contests in any sport.
Can happen even if a student has not lost consciousness.
Can be serious even if a student has just been “dinged” or “had their bell rung.”

All concussions are serious. A concussion can affect a student’s ability to do schoolwork and other activities (such as
playing video games, working on a computer, studying, driving, or exercising). Most students with a concussion get
better, but it is important to give the concussed student’s brain time to heal.

What are the symptoms of a concussion?
Concussions cannot be seen; however, in a potentially concussed student, one or more of the symptoms listed below
may become apparent and/or that the student “doesn’t feel right” soon after, a few days after, or even weeks after the
injury.

e Headache or “pressure” in head
Nausea or vomiting
Balance problems or dizziness
Double or blurry vision
Bothered by light or noise

Feeling sluggish, hazy, foggy, or groggy
Difficulty paying attention

Memory problems

Confusion

What should students do if they believe that they or someone else may have a concussion?

e Students feeling any of the symptoms set forth above should immediately tell their Coach and their
parents. Also, if they notice any teammate evidencing such symptoms, they should immediately tell their Coach.

e The student should be evaluated. A licensed physician of medicine or osteopathic medicine (MD or DO),
sufficiently familiar with current concussion management, should examine the student, determine whether the
student has a concussion, and determine when the student is cleared to return to participate in interscholastic
athletics.

e Concussed students should give themselves time to get better. If a student has sustained a concussion, the
student’s brain needs time to heal. While a concussed student’s brain is still healing, that student is much more
likely to have another concussion. Repeat concussions can increase the time it takes for an already concussed
student to recover and may cause more damage to that student’s brain. Such damage can have long term
consequences. It is important that a concussed student rest and not return to play until the student receives
permission from an MD or DO, sufficiently familiar with current concussion management, that the student is
symptom-free.

How can students prevent a concussion? Every sport is different, but there are steps students can take to protect
themselves.
o Use the proper sports equipment, including personal protective equipment. For equipment to properly protect a
student, it must be:
The right equipment for the sport, position, or activity;
Worn correctly and the correct size and fit; and
Used every time the student Practices and/or competes.

e Follow the Coach’s rules for safety and the rules of the sport.
e Practice good sportsmanship at all times.

If a student believes they may have a concussion: Don't hide it. Reportit. Take time to recover.

SECTION 4: UNDERSTANDING OF SUDDEN CARDIAC ARREST SYMPTOMS AND WARNING SIGNS

What is sudden cardiac arrest?

Sudden cardiac arrest (SCA) is when the heart stops beating, suddenly and unexpectedly. When this happens blood
stops flowing to the brain and other vital organs. SCA is NOT a heart attack. A heart attack may cause SCA, but they are
not the same. A heart attack is caused by a blockage that stops the flow of blood to the heart. SCA is a malfunction in
the heart’s electrical system, causing the heart to suddenly stop beating.

How common is sudden cardiac arrest in the United States?

There are about 300,000 cardiac arrests outside hospitals each year. About 2,000 patients under 25 die of SCA each
year.

Are there warning signs?

Although SCA happens unexpectedly, some people may have signs or symptoms, such as:

e dizziness e fatigue (extreme tiredness)
e lightheadedness e weakness

e shortness of breath e nausea

o difficulty breathing e vomiting

e racing or fluttering heartbeat (palpitations) e chest pains

e syncope (fainting)

These symptoms can be unclear and confusing in athletes. Often, people confuse these warning signs with physical
exhaustion. SCA can be prevented if the underlying causes can be diagnosed and treated.

What are the risks of practicing or playing after experiencing these symptoms?

There are risks associated with continuing to practice or play after experiencing these symptoms. When the heart stops,
so does the blood that flows to the brain and other vital organs. Death or permanent brain damage can occur in just a few
minutes. Most people who have SCA die from it.

Act 59 — the Sudden Cardiac Arrest Prevention Act (the Act)

The Act is intended to keep student-athletes safe while practicing or playing. The requirements of the Act are:

Information about SCA symptoms and warning signs.
e Every student-athlete and their parent or guardian must read and sign this form. It must be returned to the school
before participation in any athletic activity. A new form must be signed and returned each school year.
e Schools may also hold informational meetings. The meetings can occur before each athletic season. Meetings
may include student-athletes, parents, coaches and school officials. Schools may also want to include doctors,
nurses, and athletic trainers.

Removal from play/return to play

e Any student-athlete who has signs or symptoms of SCA must be removed from play. The symptoms can happen
before, during, or after activity. Play includes all athletic activity.

o Before returning to play, the athlete must be evaluated. Clearance to return to play must be in writing. The
evaluation must be performed by a licensed physician, certified registered nurse practitioner, or cardiologist (heart
doctor). The licensed physician or certified registered nurse practitioner may consult any other licensed or
certified medical professionals.

Section 9: CIPPE MINIMUM WRESTLING WEIGHT

INSTRUCTIONS

Pursuant to the Weight Control Program adopted by PIAA, prior to the participation by any student in interscholastic
wrestling, the Minimum Wrestling Weight (MWW) at which the student may wrestle during the season must be (1) certified
to by an Authorized Medical Examiner (AME) and (2) established NO EARLIER THAN six weeks prior to the first Regular
Season Contest day of the wrestling season and NO LATER THAN the Monday preceding the first Regular Season
Contest day of the wrestling season (See NOTE 1). This certification shall be provided to and maintained by the student’s
Principal, or the Principal's designee.

In certifying to the MWW, the AME shall first make a determination of the student's Urine Specific Gravity/Body Weight
and Percentage of Body Fat, or shall be given that information from a person authorized to make such an assessment
("the Assessor"). This determination shall be made consistent with National Federation of State High School Associations
(NFHS) Wrestling Rule 1, Competition, Section 3, Weight-Control Program, which requires, in relevant part, hydration
testing with a specific gravity not greater than 1.025, and an immediately following body fat assessment, as determined by
the National Wrestling Coaches Association (NWCA) Optimal Performance Calculator (OPC) (together, the “Initial
Assessment”).

Where the Initial Assessment establishes a percentage of body fat below 7% for a male or 12% for a female, the student
must obtain an AME’s consent to participate.

For all wrestlers, the MWW must be certified to by an AME.

1. For senior high school wrestlers coming out for the Team AFTER the Monday preceding the first Regular Season
Contest day of the wrestling season the OPC will remain open until January 15" and for junior high/middle school
wrestlers coming out for the Team AFTER the Monday preceding the first Regular Season Contest day of the wrestling
season the OPC will remain open all season.

2. Any athlete who disagrees with the Initial Assessment may appeal the assessment results one time by having a
second assessment, which shall be performed prior to the athlete’s first Regular Season wrestling Contest and shall be
consistent with the athlete’'s weight loss (descent) plan. Pursuant to the foregoing, results obtained at the second
assessment shall supersede the Initial Assessment; therefore, no further appeal by any party shall be permitted. The
second assessment shall utilize either Air Displacement Plethysmography (Bod Pod) or Hydrostatic Weighing testing to
determine body fat percentage. The urine specific gravity testing shall be conducted and the athlete must obtain a result
of less than or equal to 1.025 in order for the second assessment to proceed. All costs incurred in the second
assessment shall be the responsibility of those appealing the Initial Assessment.
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Student Athlete Sportsmanship Policy

To ensure the proper conduct of all Belle Vernon Area coaches, the following procedures have been added to the
“Belle Vernon Area Athletic Policy Manual.”

Prior to the start of each school year, the Athletic Director will conduct a mandatory meeting for head coaches —
regarding good sportsmanship and review of the Athletic Policy manual. Every coach is responsible ensuring and
educating their student athletes.

1.  Any act of unsportsmanlike conduct by any student athlete resulting in a penalty during an interscholastic contest
will be handled in the following manner:

» The head coach will remove the student athlete from play from the contest for a period of time deemed
appropriate by the coach (except in situations where an ejection has taken place).

» A written report of said misconduct will be submitted by the head coach to the Athletic Director within 24
hours following the conclusion of the contest.

» A committee comprised of the Athletic Director, Principal and Assistant Principal shall determine if and
when the student athlete may return to competition.

» A continued pattern of unsportsmanlike issues by a student athlete will result in removal from future
participation as determined by the above mentioned committee.

» All records of such reports and findings will be maintained by the Athletic Director.

Without exception, all District coaches must abide by the above procedures.

2. Any act of unsportsmanlike conduct by a coach who is penalized for any act of unsportsmanlike behavior during a
contest will be handled in the following manner:

» The coach will submit a written account of the incident to the Athletic Director within 24 hours following
the conclusion of the contest. The Athletic Director, Principal or his designee and Superintendent of
Schools will meet to determine the course of action which may also result in a review by the Board of
Education.

3. Pre-contest or post-contest incidents of misconduct by either a student athlete or coach will be handled in the same
manner as stated above.

This amendment to the Belle Vernon Area Athletic Policy Manual has been approved by the Belle Vernon Area School

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Student Athlete Drug Policy

POLICY STATEMENT

In order to provide for the health and safety of the individual athlete and other athletes, as well as providing a legitimate
reason for students to say “no” to drug use and providing an opportunity for those taking drugs to receive help in locating
programs which can provide assistance, the Belle Vernon Area School District (the “District”) is conducting a mandatory
testing program for student athletes. The program is not punitive. It is designed to create a safe, drug free environment
for student athletes and to assist them in getting help when needed.

Definitions

1. Drug: Any substance considered illegal or controlled by the Food and Drug Administration and/or
identified as part of the athletic anabolic steroid panel.

2. Student Athlete: Any student participating in varsity athletic practices and/or contests under the control and

jurisdiction of the District.

3. Sport Season: Fall, winter and spring seasons begin on the first day of practice allowed by the Western
Pennsylvania Interscholastic Athletic League and end the day prior to the beginning date of practice of the
next season.

STUDENT ATHLETE DRUG POLICY

PROCEDURES

1.

Consent: Both the parent and/or guardian and the student athlete are required to sign the written General
Authorization and Consent Form for the drug testing prior to participating in any District athletic
program. Any time an athlete refuses to be tested, he/she will be suspended from the team for the
remainder of the season.

Medication: Student athletes who have been or who are taking prescription medication must provide
verification (either by a copy of the prescription or by Doctor’s authorization) to the medical review
officer upon request. Students who refuse to provide verification and test positive will be subject to the
actions specified below for “Positive Tests.”

Student Selection: All student athletes will become part of the student athlete “pool” during the sport
season in which they participate. There shall be three (3) season pools; fall, winter, and spring.

Random Testing: The Athletic Director shall select three (3) random test dates during the school year.
Five percent (5%) of the “pool” shall be randomly selected and tested for the presence of drugs;
additionally, twenty-five percent (25%) of the samples shall be tested for the presence of anabolic steroids
on each of the three (3) random test dates. Student selected for random testing shall be selected at random
by the agency which conducts the testing.
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5. “Positive” Tests: If the student’s test indicates positive results,
a second test must be administered immediately during the school day or within a 24 hour period. The
second test shall be performed on the same sample collected at the initial test. Parents shall be notified
after any and all positive(s). If the second test is negative, no future action will be taken. If the second
test is positive, the follow action will be taken.
If a student does not receive the second test within 24 hours, then regardless of the result that student will
be deemed ineligible and will fall under the first offense consequence.

First Offense:

1. Notify parent or guardian.
2. A due process hearing will be conducted by the Principal with the parent/guardian and the student.
3. Student will be given the option of:
a. Being suspended for the remainder of the current season and participating in assistance programs at no
expense to the District, or
b. Being suspended from participating in athletics for the remainder of the current season and the next
athletic season for which he/she is eligible. The student will be retested before beginning the next season
for which he/she is eligible.

Second Offense:

Notify parent or guardian.

A due process hearing will be conducted by the Principal with the parent/guardian and the student.

3. The student is suspended from participating in athletics for the remainder of the current season and the next
athletic season for which he/she is eligible. The student will be retested before beginning the next season for
which he/she is eligible.
